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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

In accordance with the guidelines under the Government Order dated February 06, 2008, twenty
seven private Universities have been established and incorporated by different State Acts. Since different
Acts of different Universities contains different provisions and there is no uniform provision for
monitoring of such Private Universities, it has become difficult to implement and enforce the policies of -
the State Government, to collect information and records and w implement the standards of quality in
higher education.

It has, therefore, been decided to make an umbrella Act 10 govern all the Private Universities
under a common law. ' )

The Uttar Pradesh Private Universities Bill, 2019 is introduced accordingly.
